Updating a 30 Year Old Baby Quilt
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Baby Quilt — 50" by 58"

Fabric Requirements:

(30) assorted 4.5 bright colored squares
(63) assorted 4.5 pastel colored squares
(92) assorted 2.5 bright colored squares

1 yard pink fabric cut into the following pieces:
The longer pieces will need to be pieced.

(92) 2.5” pink squares

(2) 1.5” by 44.5” pink rectangles
(2) 1.5” by 38.5” pink rectangles
(2) 2.5” by 54.5” pink rectangles
(2) 2.5” by 50.5” pink rectangles
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Sew (6) rows of 4.5” bright squares alternating with 4.5” pastel squares.
Each rows has (5) bright squares and (4) pastel squares.
Make sure the rows begin and end with bright blocks.

Press seams to the right.
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Sew (5) rows of assorted 4.5 pastel squares.
There are (9) squares in each row.
Press to the left.

Sew rows together alternating bright rows with pastel rows.
Nest seams. Press down.

Sew a 1.5” by 44.5” pink rectangle to either side of your quilt.
Press to the rectangles.

Sew a 1.5” by 38.5” pink rectangle to the top and bottom of your quilt.
Press to the rectangles.

Borders:

Sew (8) rows of alternating pink and bright squares. Each row has 23 squares.
(4) rows start and end with pink squares. Press to the right.
(4) rows start and end with bright fabric squares. Press to the left.

Sew the rows that start and end with pink squares to rows that start and end with
bright fabrics. You will have (4) borders.
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7. Sew side borders to your quilt. Make sure the bright squares are in the outside
corners. Press to the pink rectangles.

8. Sew top and bottom borders to your quilt. Make sure the bright squares are in the
outside corners. Press to the pink rectangles.

0. Sew outside pink borders.
Sew 2.5” by 54.5” rectangles to the sides of your quilt.

Press to the rectangles.

Sew 2.5” by 50.5” rectangles to the top and bottom of your quilt.
Press to the rectangles.
